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Five Questions and Answers That Can Help 
You Get an SHSAA 2022 Scholarship!

1. Who Is SHSAA?
The South High School Alumni Association (SHSAA) is a service organization committed to 
scholarship, citizenship, and maintaining the tradition of excellence and service exemplified by 
graduates of Columbus South High School. We have nearly 500 members representing literally 
thousands of people who have graduated from South High School stretching back to the 1940s 
and as recent as 2014. Although many of us are old enough to be your parents, or in some cases 
your grandparents, we share a common experience with you. We are proud to be Bulldogs! And 
we want you to succeed in life.

2. What Do We Have in Common With South High Seniors in 2022?
We walked the same halls. We studied in the same classrooms. We sang in the choir. We were 
band members. We performed on the stage. We were athletes, scholars, cheerleaders, and unique 
individuals whose personalities were in their very early stages of development. We learned foreign 
languages. We tried to fit in with the groups we admired. We developed friendships that have 
lasted a lifetime. And we took the first steps toward adulthood at South High School the same way 
you are today. We share a common experience of having benefited from South High School as we 
grew up. We are proud to wear the blue and gray of South High School and feel a special 
responsibility to help our fellow Bulldogs prepare for the future.

3. What Types of Scholarships Are Available?

SHSAA’s scholarships fall into three categories. The first category is called Bulldog Support. These 
scholarships each range from $500 to $2,000 a year. The awards are directed to students who are 
attending universities, community colleges, or certified trade schools. Academic achievement, extra 
curricular involvement, and well-defined plans for the future are key award considerations. These 
scholarships help offset normal higher education expenses. 


The second category, the Jim Driggs Memorial Scholarship Award, is a single scholarship 
provided each year in memory of Jim Driggs (class of 1968) for his unwavering support of South 
High School, his service to the Southside of Columbus, and his 20-year tenure as President of 
SHSAA. This scholarship is awarded to the student who best exemplifies Jim’s life values. They 
include innovation, curiosity, loyalty, leadership, problem solving, and community involvement. This 
$2,000 scholarship can be applied to any certified education, training, or skill development program 
that prepares the student for a career where the qualities listed above are critical for success. 


The third category is called the William R. Davy Academic Excellence Award. This is an annual 
$10,000 scholarship award provided in memory of Bill Davy, SHS class of 1966. Contact the I 
Know I Can advisor, Ms Annie Fletcher at South to see if you qualify to apply for this scholarship.

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4. How Do I Apply for an SHSAA Scholarship? 
There is a four-step application process. You must complete each step and submit your 
information online to SHSAA by May 15, 2022. This booklet provides an explanation of each 
step. Please follow the guidelines as they are described below. In order for us to evaluate your 
application, we need to have your materials submitted according to these guidelines. 


5. What Are the Four Steps in the Application Process? 

1. Complete the Eligibility Checklist.

2. Complete and Submit the Online Application Form.

3. Write a Compelling Essay.

4. Submit All Application Information no Later than May 15, 2022.

Step 1 Complete the following eligibility checklist. To be eligible for a scholarship, you 
must be able to answer YES to either question 1, 2, or 3 and YES to question 4.

Step 2 Complete the online application form found on the SHSAA website. The link to this 
site is: https://www.shsaa.family/application-1. This is the same link you will use to submit 
your essay described in the next step of the process.

We use this essay to evaluate the way you think, communicate, and express ideas that are 
important to you. There are no right or wrong opinions or answers. Each of the five 
sections will be assessed according to the point scale attributed to each section. Each 
section should be approximately 150 words. We look for creativity, insights, and content 
presented in a polished final format.





To assist you in the preparation of the essay, we have included an essay template on the 
following page. Please use this template as a guide to ensure that you have included all of the 
key information 
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Step 3 - Write an essay using the guidelines listed below. It should be a minimum of 750 
words and a maximum of 1,500 words. Upon completion of your essay, submit it on the 
online application form that you filled out in Step 2.
